Common views on what happens after death

based on our karma from previous lives.

4) Islamic Paradise: Depends on whether the scales are
heavier in good deeds than bad.

5) Purgatory: Need to suffer out the imperfections to be
ready for Heaven.

6) All dogs go to heaven: Universalism +
Annihilationism: Everyone will eventually get to
heaven, or those who don’t will cease to exist.

7) Christianity: Grace and mercy available through
justice fulfilled.
